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The Relief Fund is available to provide emergency financial help for communities which have been affected by a disaster, whether this be natural or man made.  MU is particularly well placed to be able to offer help quickly and to where it is most needed.  With networks of MU workers across the world, food supplies or medicines can be quickly bought locally and distributed to those worst affected, with women and children often being most vulnerable.
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Since 2001 some parts of our link countries of Malawi, Uganda and Zambia have received grants from the Relief Fund.
During the famine of 2002, MU organiser Mary Mphasi from Northern Malawi wrote:
…I have written to you on behalf of the Mothers’ Union to thank you for all that you are doing for us.  The money for relief.  You may not know how many lives you have saved but we know.  The famine is of great proportions, as I move in the field.  I come face to face with desolation.  Indeed God is kind to us through you our brothers and sisters…

Did you know that…
£1.20 in Burundi will buy a hoe to help grow food for a whole family? 

£2.15 in Rwanda will buy a blanket to keep a child warm at night when temperatures drop? 

£3.30 in Malawi will buy a 10Kg bag of maize flour, which could feed eight people for six days?
£3.50 in Uganda will buy a large mosquito net which will protect a man, woman or child from getting malaria. Just over £20.00 would protect a family of six?
£8.50 in Rwanda will buy a goat that could provide a family with an endless source of milk and fertiliser? 

£20.00 in Congo will buy mats for 50 displaced men, women and children to sleep on at night?
