	From birth, girls face discrimination and disadvantages in all aspects of life.

	In Africa 47 million children have no chance to go to school.  More than half are girls.

	Rich countries contain only 16% of the world’s population and yet generate 51% of greenhouse gas emissions. The US alone produces 25%.  (CO2 emissions per capita in metric tonnes: US 19.7, UK 9.9, Uganda 0.1).


	In 2003, in low and middle income countries, only 7% of those with HIV got the treatment that could make a real positive difference to their lives (i.e. treatment with anti- retroviral drugs).


	Half the population  of 

Africa live on less than 1$ US a day.  In most cases much less than 1$ US.  This is real poverty.  30% of the world’s poor live in Africa.


	In Africa a woman is 100 times more likely to die at or around the time of giving birth than in the UK.


	Lack of water; polluted water; deforestation; poor farming methods; wood burning for fuel; lack of sanitation and so much more damage the world’s ecosystems for us all.


	In Africa there are 11 million HIV/AIDS orphans.  Malaria, TB and other diseases are increasing.  Families are reduced to poverty trying to provide medical care.


	The world as a whole spends $4.7bn on AIDS each year – the US spends almost twice this ($8 bn) on cosmetics and Europe more than twice this ($11 bn) on ice-cream.


	Over the last ten years, life expectancy has dropped in Malawi from 45 to 38, in Zambia from 53 to 36.


	In Africa more than 10 million babies die every year.

	Subsidies that bolster rich world agriculture at the expense of the poor far exceed aid: EU annual dairy subsidy per cow = $ 913; EU annual aid per African person = $8

	The UN Development Programme projects that on current trends the two thirds reduction in child mortality for 2015 won’t happen until 2040.


	Violence against women and girls takes many forms and shows no signs of abating:  for example, at least 130 million women have undergone female genital mutilation or cutting; another 2 million are at risk each year.
